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On December 01, 2008 at about 2:00 a.m., an unidentified male entered a residence 

and sexually assaulted a 19 year old female victim inside her southwest Lawrence residence.   
 
The Lawrence Police Department is investigating this attack as well as four other cases 

since 2004 which may be related.  On July 14, 2004 an unidentified male entered a residence in 
the southwest area of Lawrence and sexually assaulted a female. On December 29, 2004 an 
unidentified male entered a residence in the north central area of Lawrence and sexually 
assaulted two females.  On June 13, 2006 an unidentified male entered a residence in the 
central area of Lawrence and sexually assaulted a female.  On March 22, 2008 an unidentified 
male entered a residence in the southwest area of Lawrence and sexually assaulted a female. A 
general description of the suspect compiled from all five cases is as follows: white male from 25 
to 40 years of age ranging from 5 feet 9 inches to 6 feet tall, with a slim build.  The suspect has 
been armed with a weapon in each attack.  These cases are ongoing investigations and no 
further details will be released at this time.  Anyone with information is asked to call the 
Lawrence Police Department Investigations Division at 830-7430 or the Douglas County Crime 
Stoppers TIPS Hotline at 843-TIPS.
